The maximum floor area ratio (FAR) is 1.75.

C) mechanical and electrical rooms, provided that the total floor area of these facilities
does not exceed 200.0 m2 per lot.

The maximum lot coverage is 60% for buildings.

Yards & Setbacks

The public road setback is 0.80 m.

The minimum side yard is 3.0 m.

The minimum rear yard is 3.0 m.

Permitted Heights

The maximum height for buildings is 21.0 m.

The maximum height for accessory buildings and accessory structures is 5.0 m.
